Getting Started

What is the best way to see FlightSafety Academy's
campus? Can | schedule a tour?

There's no substitute for seeing FSA in person. We welcome you to
visit our campus for a complete behind-the-scenes tour. Meet the
staff, talk to students, inspect the fleet and check out our first-class
facilities.

How accurate is the estimated timeline and pricing?

We do our best to make the estimated timeline and pricing as
accurate as possible. However, factors such as weather and student
vacation requests can affect your graduation date and total tuition
costs. Although many students do complete their training

within the projected timeline and costs, we do recommend budgeting
an extra 10% in case additional hours are required to achieve
proficiency.

How soon should | begin the process of applying to
FlightSafety Academy?

You should begin the application process at least two months in
advance of your preferred class start date.

What happens if | change my mind after paying the
application fee and tuition deposit?

The $2,350.00 tuition deposit is fully refundable if you are unable
to enroll in FlightSafety Academy.

Do | need to pay for all of tuition up front?

No. Tuition may be paid in monthly payments, with your first and last
payment due upon enrollment. A monthly payment schedule will be
printed on your enrollment agreement.

Day in the Life of an FSA Student

How does Ground School work?

You will attend a ground school class at the beginning of each course
to introduce you to FlightSafety procedures and review academic
content. Ground schools are conducted Monday - Friday, and typically
for 6 hours per day (8:00 a.m. - 12:00 p.m. and 1:00 p.m. - 3:00 p.m.).
The classes range from 1 to 4 weeks in duration.

| see you offer housing. Do | have to sign a lease?

FlightSafety does offer housing for students, although availability is
limited and is assigned on a first come first serve basis. Housing is
traditional double occupancy dormitory style. Prices start at $19.50

per night. We price the housing by daily rates so that you don’t have to
sign a lease for any period of time.

Do your students wear uniforms?

Yes. All FSA students wear the standard uniform which is included in
the cost of tuition - a white pilot shirt with epaulets, gray slacks, tie,
wings, shoulder boards, and a name tag. Students must provide black
shoes, belt, and socks.

Why do you offer C/IIME instead of C/I/ISE?

FSA prepares its students for careers as professional pilots. Since
multi-engine hours are more desirable to future employers,
FlightSafety recommends the standard C/I/ME curriculum which
incorporates 55 multi-engine hours. FSA students may add on their
Single-Engine license upon completion of C/I/ME. If preferred,
students may instead choose to complete the Commercial Single-
Engine (C/I/SE) first and then add on their multi-engine license.

Need To Know Information

Does FlightSafety Academy offer stand alone ratings?
Yes. The Academy offers a variety of courses for leisure or time
restrained pilots. You can obtain the PPL, IFR, ME ADD, SE ADD,
ATP, CFI, CFll, MEI one at a time.

Does FlightSafety Academy offer training to enhance
safety and advance my learning experience?

Yes. FlightSafety Academy offers Upset Recovery Training, Spatial
Disorientation and Crew Resource Management to compliment the
safety values that already exist with our curriculum. We also offer
Jet Orientation and G1000 training to assist in the preperation of
your career.

How often do classes begin?
For the convenience of our students, most classes begin monthly.

Can | get a degree at FlightSafety Academy?

FlightSafety Academy and Indian River State College recently
collaborated on a Business Administrative Degree with Aviation
Specialization. IRSC offers college credits for certificates and

licenses earned at FlightSafety Academy. *Helpful Hint: Become a
Florida state resident immediately to receive state rates within one year!

Are there any additional requirements if | am a green card
holder?

Yes. You must register with TSA at www.flightschoolcandidates.gov.
You will be required to submit your information, upload a copy of your
passport, submit fingerprints and pay a fee of $130.00 for their services.
TSA registration is required for all non-U.S. citizens.

How can | submit my application and the required
documents?

How do | submit my tuition deposit?

FlightSafety Academy gladly accepts checks (5-10 day hold), cashier’s
checks, money orders, Visa, Mastercard, American Express and wire
transfers. Credit card payments not paid in person require an
authorization letter and credit card information form granting FlightSafety
Academy permission to charge your credit card.

Do we have the holidays off?
FlightSafety Academy is closed for standard U.S. holidays. There is
no week-long "break" for any holiday, although students are able to
request a Leave of Absence (LOA).

It's important to note that any missed time may lengthen your
estimated training time and possibly increase costs as lessons may
need to be repeated once a student returns from an extended break.

Does FlightSafety Academy offer any accelerated training
courses?

Yes. You may choose to obtain all or portions of your training under the
executive courses. These courses dedicate an instructor and aircraft to
you for an additional fee. FSA finds these courses to be most beneficial
for those with time constraints. The executive courses typically reduce
the normal training period by 1/4 to 1/2 and allows for breaks in training
at the discretion of the client.
