


Payments

Payment for each course is due upon commencement. However, a monthly payment plan may be arranged. If applicable, a
payment schedule will appear on page 1 of the Enrollment Agreement. In addition to the direct training cost, the amount due wil |
include costs of FAA examinations and program supplies, plus $1000.00 as a reserve-on-account.

Payments are accepted with cash, traveler's check, major credit cards (Visa, MasterCard, and American Express), or bank check
made payable to FlightSafety International, Inc. Personal checks must clear the bank prior to being accepted as payment. After
deposit, a personal check will normally take up to 10 working days to clear. To avoid delays in your training, payments should be
made with either certified, cashier, or an official bank check. If paying by credit card, a legible copy of the card must accom pany
the request.

FlightSafety will also accept a wire transfer to Wachovia Bank, Jacksonville, Florida (ABA 063000021), for further credit to
Wachovia Bank at Vero Beach, FlightSafety International, Inc. (account number 2158811896146). The wire transfer should
identify the student by name and include a note for the bank to notify FlightSafety upon receipt of the funds.

Refunds

If a student is not accepted by the school before training commences, the school will refund all monies paid.

A student may cancel without penalty or obligation within three business days of signing an Enrollment Agreement.

Students who have not visited the school facility prior to enrollment may also cancel without penalty or obligation within three
business days following a regularly scheduled orientation or following a tour of the school facilities.

If a student cancels this agreement (except for any reason stated above) before training commences, all monies paid minus a
registration fee of 15 percent of the agreement price, but not more than $150.00, will be refunded within 30 days after
cancellation.

If a student wishes to withdraw anytime for any reason after commencing training, or is unable to complete the program within
the period specified, the school will refund to the depositor the amount of any advance payments, less training and supplies
actually received within 30 days of withdrawal.

For a student who withdraws or discontinues prior to completion, the refund (prorated at established hourly rates) of the
unused portion of tuition, fees, and other charges will be determined by the last date of actual attendance for all amounts paid
which exceed the pro rata portion of the total charges that the length of the completed portion of the program bears to the
total length of the program.

The termination of training or cancellation date for refund computation purposes shall be the last date of actual attendance by
the student.

In the event a student is granted a leave of absence and advises the school that he/she will not be returning, the date of notice
of intent to withdraw will be used in lieu of the last date of attendance.

Credit for books or supplies returned in unused condition and with direct proof of purchase shall be granted.

Living Expenses

Meals
The estimated weekly food allowance is $125.00. The FlightSafety Cafe is our on-site restaurant, which offers meals Monday-
Friday, 7am to 2pm. There is also a wide variety of conveniently located restaurants from which to choose.

Uniforms

Students are required to wear uniforms during all training activities. The uniform issue consists of five white shirts with epa ulets,
three pairs of slacks, a name badge, shoulder boards, and a tie. The cost is approximately $300.00. If training during winter
months when a windbreaker is needed, approximately $50.00 can be added to the uniform cost. Students are expected to
provide their own belt, socks, and shoes (all black).

Housing

FlightSafety offers on-campus housing in the form of dormitories as well as studio, 1-bedroom, and 3-bedroom apartments,
although availability is limited.

Drug Screening

All incoming students must complete a drug screening urinalysis within the first two weeks of training. Random drug screening,
similar to the screening administered to airline pilots, corporate pilots, charter pilots, and our FlightSafety Academy employe es,
will also be conducted.

Psychological/Aptitude Screening
All U.S. students enrolling at FlightSafety Academy are offered an optional psychological/aptitude test. This test provides the
student with an assessment of potential for success as a professional pilot.
